Hindrances to Discipleship: Relational and Mental Health in the Body of Christ
March 26, 2017, 12pm- 1:15pm Northminster Presbyterian Church

As Family Therapists and fellow members of the Family of God, we believe that every believer is invited
to receive God’s healing and restoration in order to serve Him faithfully, love others well, worship Him
with pure hearts, freely serve the needs of our fellow brothers and sisters, and function as a unified Body.

We will explore common hindrances to a life of faithful discipleship by sharing insights and providing
tools to address:

- relational challenges (family of origin/family history struggles, marital difficulties, patenting dilem-
mas) and

- emotional or mental health struggles (depression, anxiety, isolation, and grief).

As a team, we seek to invite the local churches of Seattle into a prayerful season of refinement and resto-
ration, and to use the skills and insights of our training and experience as counselors to lift emotional,
relational, and mental health burdens within the Body of Christ in order to “prepare God’s people for
works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach untiy in the faith and in the
knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of
Christ (Eph. 4:12-14).

Update from the Session of Northminster Presbyterian
from the Moderator

It is important to note that our session represents both generational and political di-
versity. In light of the value that our Christian faith places on all human beings, re-
gardless of creed or race, our session voted to engage in a discernment process to
respond to issues that deal with human rights.

The session of Northminster also voted to enact an ad-hoc committee, to be called
the Committee on Civil and Human Rights, to serve under the authority of the ses-
sion. This committee will meet towards the end of March and the first step will be
to closely examine the previously ratified Vision and Mission Statement of North-
minster and the Mission Study. Both of these documents reflect the values of this
particular congregation that were determined during the last pastoral call process.
The committee will use these documents as a place from which to launch their
work.

As a church, we are very aware of the statements that have been produced by vari-
ous churches and universities across the country. In our own city, St Mark’s Cathe-
dral was one of the first congregations to issue such a statement. Our session has
closely read this piece, and is including this as part of its discernment process.
Likewise, we are aware of statements produced from Fuller Seminary, to Princeton
Seminary, to the statement issued by our Stated Clerk of the General Assembly of
the Presbyterian Church USA. These statements are part of the body of work that
our discernment process will engage.

As Northminster moves forward in its own process, it is not clear whether a sepa-
rate statement will be needed. It could be that the values and mission priorities al-
ready articulated in our documents hold the messages that we want to convey dur-
ing this time. The discernment process of the session, and the Committee on Hu-
man and Civil Rights will help to answer this and other questions.

At the moment, it is important to remember our most ancient creeds and claims.
We are an apostolic church, following the message first heard by the disciples on
that Easter Morning. We are founded on the belief in the Triune God who was
made fully known in the person of Jesus Christ. We believe that the Spirit of God
is at work, still speaking to us and bearing witness to the promise of the Gospel for
our world. These ancient creeds and claims are at the core of our identity, and will
continue to speak to us as we move forward in our current, albeit somewhat unset-
tling, times.

A Health Update on Dennis Hughes
February 20, 2017

I am happy to report that | am doing very well on the eve of eight weeks since my diagnosis of Stage 4 pancreatic cancer last
January 3. With the magnificent care of Dr. Edmond Marzbani, who is the chief oncologist/hematologist of the Northwest
Hospital Seattle Cancer Care Alliance unit, and my Hospice care-givers, my pain is virtually non-existent. | was most interest-
ed in receiving palliative pain management such as | have witnessed in the care of others in our family and among our
friends, so | was delighted to hear Dr. Marzbani support my (and my family’s) wish to entrust my care to the home health
people from Evergreen Hospice in Kirkland, Washington. “Eddie,” as he insists we call him, spent an hour and a half with us
on January 4, going over all our options, and then said he respected my wishes and would be able to continue as my attend-
ing physician, working with Evergreen’s magnificent nurse manager and other staff to provide me exquisite care. Pardon my
gushing, but that’s the only way | can describe my care.

It took a while to get the right balance of slow release and shorter-term pain meds, but as of now, | am able to get by with a
few of the short-term pills per 24 hours. Last night | was awakened twice between when | went to sleep and when | got up
this morning. (Last Fall, when my health issues were a mystery, sometimes | was up as many as 8 times a night with pain.)

My first team of care givers is my bride of 53 years, Ann, with her background as an RN and a health care administrator for
over 35 years, our daughter, who was a certified nursing assistant in a hospice home health agency during college, and our
daughter-in-law, who will receive her RN degree at the end of March. Our sons are doing self-sacrificial works of support eve-
ry week. All live within 20 minutes of our home. The RN in charge of my care for Evergreen is splendid, as is the rest of their
staff. | have equipment they supply for me to use at home as well as a very light wheel chair | have used for the few trips I've
made outside our home in the past two months.

Most of all, | have the unbelievably gracious prayer support of people across the US and across the world, from New Zealand
to Alaska to Maryland—support in the form of personal cards, Mass cards from my dear Roman Catholic friends from Notre
Dame, Seattle University, and the Sisters of Saint Joseph of Peace, the community Ann served in 15 years as administrator
of their 120-bed skilled nursing facility and then for three years as administrator of a new assisted living facility for “retired”
Sisters who need to “come home.” We also receive reports by email of prayers offered for us at the Episcopal Presiding Bish-
op’s office in New York, at various General Assembly gatherings in the PCUSA, among ELCA pastors and members who are
dear ecumenical colleagues, and—well, you get the picture. | have a three-ring binder full of emails and a very large box of
cards and letters.

Finally, and this is a great gift of the Holy Spirit that came bundled in my diagnosis: | had agreed to write a chapter for a book
in honor of Harold Daniels, the force behind the development of the Book of Common Worship (1993) and my predecessor in
the Office of Worship in Louisville, but in December | had to report to our editor, David Gambrell, currently Associate for Wor-
ship, that | had no energy at my disposal after getting a draft of about 2/3 of the assignment written. After my diagnosis, and
after my pain was under control, it suddenly occurred to me that there was a missing element in the brief article Harold had
written to support the return of a service for All Saints’ Day in the PCUSA calendar, which had been supplanted by Refor-
mation Day observances. He reminded us that the post-Vatican |l situation had corrected the abuses that had crept into All
Saints’ Day over many centuries through careless additions of fictional, nationalistic, and folkloric tales that took away from
the centrality of Sunday in our calendars and the recognition of our one Mediator, Jesus Christ. The Reformation Day obser-
vances, on the other hand, became ahistorical, leaving out the witness of many whose lives had provided exemplary models
of Christian living, following the Way of Our Lord on the journey of all the baptized. These models of Christian discipleship,
far from detracting from the Church’s story, were exactly the kinds of people we want to emulate, while at the same time in-
cluding the “s” saints, people who have inspired us to live in servant ministry after the Servant Minister without parallel, Jesus
Christ, and his faithful ones across the ages, including in our lifetimes.

Suddenly my illness reminded me of a fact that was not being mentioned by Harold or others. The capital “S” Saints, who
have inspired Christians throughout our history, and the living lower-case “s” saints, as the New Testament and the Reform-
ers alike bear witness, consist of all the baptized members of the Body of Christ. They have not only shown us how to live but
also how to deal with end of life issues and with the way Christians “die and rise with Christ” as a lifelong discipline. We have
been missing the testimony of St. Polycarp, that first century disciple of St. Peter, and of St. Julian of Norwich, the author in
1373 of the first book published in the English language by a woman, her Sixteen Revelations of Divine Love. That book has
inspired my admiration and understanding for four decades of how a Saint/saint lives out her witness in sickness and in
health and through a ministry of intercessory prayer open to virtually any follower of Jesus Christ. The last third of the manu-
script suddenly took shape around this theme, and | am currently receiving the energy and inspiration to continue to complete
the chapter that | hope will make a contribution to our pastoral-liturgical theology discussions in honor of our dear friend and
mentor, Harold Daniels.

Thank you all for your prayers and love, and | close with the words | heard running through my mind the morning after my
diagnosis but before | met my oncologist. In her vision, Jesus appeared at the foot of St. Julian’s bed and said: “If | could love
thee more, | would love thee more.” That's the whole Gospel in eleven words, and God’s word to you and me, always and
forever.
